	A copy of the sentence delivered by the first Court and a copy of the sentence delivered by the Court of Criminal Appeal.

Head of Department decides that no further disciplinary action should be taken against the officer.

	Notes:
	A copy of the relevant Court sentences is to be forwarded to PSC.

	In case when no appeal was lodged use Specimen B.

In case where the first Court finds the officer guilty and the Court of Criminal Appeal revokes the sentence of the first Court use Specimen C.
